COMPACT FLUORESCENTS AND MERCURY
Concerns have been expressed and questions asked about the mercury contained in compact fluorescents light bulbs as well as what actual damage incandescent light bulbs cause.
According to “Co-op America” compact fluorescent light bulbs (CRLs) do contain mercury, but the amount is quite small –an average of five milligrams, which is about the size of the tip of a pen, according to the EPA.  As new technologies emerge, companies may find ways to do away with the mercury completely.  Most experts agree that the environmental benefits of CFLs far outweigh the mercury release into the atmosphere.

CFLs should not be indiscriminately thrown into the trash.  IKEA stores accept all brands of CFLs for recycling.  For recycling information for your area visit www.lamprecycle.

If each of us switched just five incandescent light bulbs to compact fluorescent bulbs, we could reduce our greenhouse gas emissions by 900 pounds per year.  And there is a bonus.  Because CFLs are so long-lasting we’d save $45 per bulb over their lifetimes.
